What are my children learning?

This week the Gospel discusses how Jesus was prejudged
by others. Those around Him did not take the time to
get to know who He was. Very often we too are quick
to judge others based on appearance, association, or
intelligence. We immediately assume things about
another before we take the time to know them. We
took this as an opportunity to teach the children to be
more compassionate and understanding of those
children with disabilities.
